Residential cross-connection surveys to continue this summer

Bloomfield Township is
required by the State to begin
implementing cross-connec-
tion surveys/inspections for
all residential water cus-
tomers. The purpose is to
identify potential unsafe inter-
connections to the public
water supply. The Township
has contracted with
HydroCorp of Troy, Ml to
assist in managing our Cross-
Connection Control Program.
HydroCorp specializes in
backflow prevention educa-
tion, cross-connection control
program management and
inspections/surveys.

What is a Cross-
Connection?

A cross-connection is a
direct or potential connection
between any part of the pub-
lic water supply system and a
source of contamination or
pollution. A simple example
would be a garden hose style
fixture, with no form of back-
flow prevention, submerged in
a pool.Water normally flows
in one direction, from the

public water system through
the customer’s cold or hot
water plumbing system to a
faucet or other plumbing fix-
tures. Under certain condi-
tions water can flow in the
reverse direction. This is
known as backflow and, in
our hose-in-the-pool exam-
ple, could cause the non-
potable pool water to back-
flow into the resident’s drink-
ing water, creating a

notices will be mailed to
water customers approxi-
mately two weeks before the
scheduled inspection date.
There is no fee for the
inspection and the homeown-
er will not be required to be
home at the time of inspec-
tion. HydroCorp will be per-
forming these surveys during
the summer seasons, through
2026.The Township has been

divided into six zones and
only one zone per year will
undergo these surveys.You
can reference the map to
determine which year your
property will be inspected.
Surveys slated for 2022 will
be beginning this June. If you

With the warm weather of
spring and summer it is
important that yards are
maintained to the high stan-
dards set forth by Township
Ordinance. Exterior property
should be kept neat, clean
and orderly. Grass needs to
be maintained at a height no
longer than eight inches.
Never direct your water
onto a neighboring property.
Garbage and other contain-
ers must be stored out of
public view. Open storage of
watercrafts, trailers and RVs
is prohibited and all vehicles

on the property must be
fully operational and properly
licensed and plated.

Property maintenance is
key to sustaining the value of
your home and keeping your
neighborhood — and
Bloomfield Township — a
desirable place to live.

After a long day of proper-

ty maintenance, you may want

to relax by the fire in the
evening. Township
Ordinance also dic-
tates controlled burn-
ing to ensure residents
are practicing fire safe-
ty at home. Bonfires
are strictly prohibited.
Recreational fires
using dry wood in an
approved container
are allowed on the
property of one or
two-family residential
dwellings. Approved
containers are approximately
three feet in diameter by two
feet in height. The individual
in charge of the fire must be
I8 years or older and have
complete control over the
fire at all times, never leaving
the area.

Burning of any garbage,
trash, leaves, construction
debris or other refuse is not
permitted. If the fire is pro-
ducing smoke that is creating

Township ordinance regulates outdoor
burning to ensure fire safety

a nuisance it shall be extin-
guished. No burning shall be
permitted within |5 feet of

any lot line, or within 25 feet
of any structure or com-
bustible materials. The code
enforcement official or
designee is authorized to
order the extinguishment of
open burning that creates or
adds to a hazardous or objec-
tionable situation.You can
read the full ordinance in
Article ll, Sec. 16-27 on the
Township website,
www.bloomfieldtwp.org.
